Housing for families/couples

There are a very limited number of flats (five 1 bedroom, one 2 bedroom)
allocated to students with children or couples. All licences are for 50
weeks - unfortunately, we are not able to offer short term contracts on
the flats. If you wish to apply for one of the flats, please include a letter
with your form detailing your situation. Priority is given to students with
families, then couples. If there is more than one application of equal
merit, allocation will be done on a first come, first served basis. Couples
are required to provide proof of a previous joint tenancy. Students living
in the flats will not be able to bring cars on campus unless they have
childcare commitments.
