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            Excellence Awards

Terms and Conditions 2022-23
GENERAL

1) As well as the points laid out in these terms and conditions, Excellence Awards will also be covered by the existing Bursaries and Scholarships Policy.

2) Students must apply, enrol and remain on a full-time undergraduate programme of study.

3) All Students  are welcome to apply, including UK, EU domiciled and International.

4) These awards apply only to students starting in September 2022. Students deferring entry until September 2023 will need to resubmit their application from January 2023 and should note that the awards on offer may differ from those on offer now.

5) Recipients must maintain an academic level throughout their studies to continue receiving their Excellence Awards. The level will be agreed between the students and the University prior to entry.

6) You must remain enrolled as a full-time student for the duration of the course. Variation from the course (changing to part-time study etc.) will affect your eligibility for the award.

7) Recipients will be required to submit an annual report outlining their activities in their area of excellence over the academic year. This report will form part of evidence used for determining eligibility for future instalments. 

8) Recipients will be expected to help promote the University through press releases and University publicity materials. Your name, photographs of you and direct quotes may be used from time to time.

SPORTS

9) Recipients of the Sports Excellence Awards will be expected to contribute to a University Sports Team. Normally, this will involve being an active member of that team but where performance at a higher level prevents, the student will be expected to train, coach and advise University Sports Teams.

10) Applications will be considered by the Excellence Awards Committee. For Sports Excellence Awards, the committee will normally be made up of the Sports Facilities and Development Manager, one academic from the Department of Sports and the Students’ Union Full-Time Elected Officer responsible for Sports.
11) All sports will be considered.
12) You will be required to present an annual report at the end of every year detailing your contribution to University Sport and how the scholarship has been spent. This report will form part of evidence used for determining eligibility for future instalments. Recipients will also be required to attend update meetings throughout the academic year with the Sports Facilities & Development Manager, SU & or Sports Department representatives.
13) Succesful candidates will be expected to volunteer some of their time, in representing the University at any Open Days, Freshers fayre and any other promotional activities.
MUSIC

14) Recipients of the Music Excellence Awards will be expected to play an active part in the University’s musical life, participating in at least two of the ensembles and take a leadership role from their second year onwards. Recipients will be expected to attend Team Meetings. Please see the Awardee Role Profile for further information on what is expected. 
15) Applications will be considered by the Excellence Awards Committee. The committee will be made up of Music Centre staff and previous awardees.

16) All disciplines will be considered.
17) A proportion of the Excellence Award must be spent on music lessons during your time at the University. 
18) You will be required to present an annual report at the end of every year detailing your contribution to the Music Centre and how the scholarship has been spent. This report will form part of evidence used for determining eligibility for future instalments. Recipients will also be required to attend update meetings throughout the academic year with the Music Centre Staff.
PAYMENTS
19) Payments will be made in one single instalment of £500 per annum.

20) Payments will be covered by the existing Bursary and Scholarship policy.

ADDITIONAL BENEFITS
Sports

21) Sports Excellence Awardees will be offered complimentary academic gym memberships, to assist with their specific fitness training.
22) Other support will include coaching and training in our specialist Strength and Conditioning Gym and a bespoke Strength and Conditioning programme approved by an Accredited Strength and Conditioning Coach with the UKSCA.
23) Injury support will be offered by the Winchester Health Clinic, supported by University of Winchester Physiotherapy students.
